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Providing sexual and reproductive health (SRH) services to males is a core component of the Title X Program and the Quality Family Planning
Recommendations (QFP). Use this assessment to gauge your agency'’s readiness to serve male clients. Convene a mix of clinical services providers and
non-clinical staff to discuss and document responses to this assessment so that multiple perspectives are represented. Then use the Increasing Access
to Title X Services for Males Staff Discussion Guide to spark conversation about your agency'’s strengths and opportunities for improvement.

This resource is part of the Increasing Access to Title X Services for Males Toolkit. In this toolkit, “male” refers to people assigned male at birth. It’s
important to keep in mind that there are many people whose gender identity does not match their assigned sex at birth. This means that some people
who don't identify as male may be seen for “male” SRH services.
